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In August 2018, Kerala was affected by severe flood, due to the unusual

heavy rainfall during the monsoon season. More than a million people
were evacuated, mainly from Chengannur, Aranmula, Kozhenchery,
Ayiroor, Pandalam, Kuttanad, Aluva and Chalakudy. Over 483 people died,

14 went missing. All the districts were placed on red alert. Thirty five of
forty four dams were opened in Kerala, the first time in history. The Kerala
government assumes that one-sixth of the total population of Kerala had
been directly affected by the flood and related incidents. It was the worst
flood in Kerala after the great flood of 99 which occurred in 1924. The
Government of India had declared it a level 3 calamity or ‘Calamity of a
severe nature’. Heavy rain in Wayanad and Idukki had caused severe
landslides and had left some hilly areas isolated. Teams like NDRF, NDMA
and Central Armed Forces were assigned for the rescue mission. The
RED DAY fishermen from across Kerala were also engaged in the flood rescue
operations. Although the flood was a major disaster, it showed the
goodness in people and united the people across the state.
